* Grading Scheme: There will be 9 problem sets with due dates marked on the course schedule. Each set contains 5 problems.  Two problems worth 6 points (each counting as one unit) will be selected by the professor to be graded by the TA in detail, the other 3 problems (count together as one unit) will be looked at: If you get both the approach and the answer correct, you get 2 points; if you get the approach correct but reached the wrong answer, you get 1 point, Otherwise 0 point. These three problems make up 6 points. These three units add to 18 points for each problem set. At the end of the semester the lowest scored 3 units will be dropped making it a total full score of 144 points.  
We will normalize the total homework score to 100 points to calculate the course score, namely, with each midterm counting 125 points and the final exam 150 points, this makes up a total of 500 points maximum for the course score, from which we curve to assign the course grade.
