CORE Curriculum: Math and Science category

The Math and Science category of the CORE curriculum offers courses in 
with the intent that graduates

· be familiar with those aspects of human nature which tend to be invariant across cultures and throughout human history

· have a knowledge of the diversity of the world’s present-day cultures, and the ways in which some of these have changed over time

· have a knowledge of the world’s largest and oldest families of languages and the ways they have evolved over time

· be familiar with a wide range of approaches for recording and explaining human history

· be familiar with some of the fundamental questions out of which the different branches of philosophy grow: What is the case? How can we know it? How should we act? What is beauty? etc.
· be familiar with varied philosophical approaches to fundamental questions
· be able to understand and assess philosophical arguments
· be able to identify and assess their own and others’ most fundamental premises and values
· be able to formulate, revise, and defend their own beliefs and values
· be familiar with some established views on the role and value of art in human life, and understand the significance of specific art forms to the cultures that create them and adopt them
· understand the dependence of meaning in art upon cultural and historical context
· understand the many ingredients of the creative process, both from first-hand experience and from studying the lives of artists
· understand the specific processes by which works of painting, sculpture, architecture, environmental art, music, dance, drama, poetry, fiction, non-fiction, and film are created, and be able to analyze and interpret them
· be able to make comparisons between one art work and another, or one medium and another, so as to illuminate both.
